Students enrolled ifior-profit private schools are
not eligiblefor services under IDEA.

Yes, students who are participating in the McKay
Scholarship Program and designated as parentally
placed private school students are included.
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However, students placed in private schools by
agencies are not designated as parentaligced
private school students, nor are students enrolled
In a home education program, nor are students
enrolled in forprofit private schools.



Are Private Pre-K Programs

Private Schools?

If the private preschool includes the grade of
kindergarten or higher, then it meets the definition
of private school.

If an eligible Pr& child is identified, the School
District offers FAPE via an |IEP for resident students;
If the parent declines this offer, and the child is
enrolled in a nonprofit private school, then the child
IS considered a parentaliylaced private school

child and may be eligible for services.



"~ Are Students Identified as

Gifted Only Included ?

No, the IDEA requirements apply only to
students with disabllities. IDEA funds may not
be used to provide services to students
identified as Gifted only, who do not have an
identified disabillity.

Private school representatives have the
right to submit a complaint to the
Florida Department of Education if they
believe that the District did not engage
In consultation that was meaningful
and timely and/or did not give their
